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Dagupan TTJ Batch 1: 17 Dedicated Lay People consecrate themselves 

to Jesus through Mary 

DAGUPAN CITY, PANGASINAN, Philippines - On the Feast of Our Lady of the Miraculous 

Medal, the consecration of the first batch of the Totus Tuus Journey took place in St. Louis-Marie 

Grignon de Montfort Parish in Dagupan City, Pangasinan. The event, amidst the restrictions of 

covid-19 and with all the preparations made, was participated by seventeen dedicated lay people 

who totally consecrated themselves to Jesus through Mary according to the teachings of St. Louis-
